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Preface to the Second Edition

This second edition of 19th Century Church Registers of Bermuda contains hundreds of revised interpretations of the
names listed in the original edition. Since the first edition was compiled and published in 1996 by the late A.C.
Hollis Hallett, a concentrated effort has been made to solve the problems of interpretation of the queried names in
the 1996 text. As it was pointed out in the first edition, the question mark following a name indicated that there
was some difficulty in interpreting the name from the original register. This is not surprising, considering the illegible
handwriting of some of the clergy, and the fact that at baptisms in particular, names were always given orally; if the
clergyman was not familiar with the Bermudian dialect, this resulted in some very strange names. What was printed
in the first edition was the best interpretation to be made, but was not necessarily the only one possible. Now, by
comparing and cross-referencing with details in other sources, particularly the Registry General, and by standardising
the spelling of names, it has been possible to revise a great many queried names. There are still many names that have
had to be left as queries, but eventually more clues may be provided to solve these as well.

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Preface to the First Edition

Our earlier publication, Early Bermuda Records 1619—1826, indexed all the available parish and clergy registers,
together with a number of petitions and assessment lists, in that period. This publication starts where the earlier one
ceased, and the two books together form an index to all the available registers of baptisms, marriages, and burials in
Bermuda for nearly 300 years. It was the initial intention to carry the present volume to the end of December 1913,
so that it would complement the index of births, marriages and deaths as recorded in Bermuda newspapers which
has been compiled by C.EE. Hollis Hallett in Bermuda Index 1784—1914. Our aim was realised for a few churches,
but, unfortunately, not for all for a number of different reasons which are stated in the Introductions to each section.
However, in all cases, we have been able to complete the 19th century.

The year 1826 marks a change in the methodology of record-keeping by the churches. In 1825, the Anglican
Church of Bermuda was transferred from the jurisdiction of the Bishop of London to the care of the Bishop of Nova
Scotia whose diocese was named the Diocese of Nova Scotia and Bermuda. Bishop Charles Inglis, to whom was then
given the administration of the Church in Bermuda, appointed the Reverend Aubrey George Spencer (then the
Rector of Paget and Warwick) as Archdeacon of Bermuda. Although no formal document setting out his instructions
to the clergy has been found, it is clear from the registers themselves that he had instructed his clergy to be more
assiduous in maintaining records and to do this in separate books for the ‘Coloured’ and the “White” parishioners.
One would presume that some churches objected, and were given permission to continue with what they had. St.
George’s, for example, had obtained a large register for baptisms, marriages, and burials with expensive vellum pages
only about 10 years previous, and St. George’s simply continued with this register but obtained a new one in which
were recorded ‘Coloured’ baptisms and burials. When this new book was filled, the ‘Coloured’ entries were then
added to the old book. Only in Devonshire and in Pembroke were separate registers for ‘Coloured” and for “White’
parishioners maintained until quite recent times. In all the other parishes, having separate books was found to be too
confusing, and, after a time, all entries, whether ‘Coloured” or “White” were recorded together. Separate books were
later kept for baptisms, for marriages, and for burials.

This change in the methodology of record-keeping has meant that we have had to change the format in which
we present the index to the entries. Compared with the earlier books indexed in Early Bermuda Records 1619—1826,
these later registers contain much more information to be displayed. Rather than use a very small typeface, we have
chosen to display the entries across the long side of the pages. Although this makes this book a little more difficult
to use, we believe this disadvantage is more than compensated for by the clarity of the presentation of the information.

Although the primary users of this volume will probably be family researchers, genealogists and historians, the
primary purpose for which these registers were originally compiled was ecclesiastical. The registers of any church
maintained a record of the major religious events of its members. Baptism was the receiving of a child into the church
as a member, marriage was a religious contract between parties in the sight of God and of man, and burial represented
the transfer of a member from this earthly parish to the larger and universal parish in heaven. If one feels frustrated
by the absence of some information, one should realise that this information might not have been relevant to the
religious event, and consequently was not recorded.

It is largely because of this that we have maintained the separation of the parishes into different sections by
indexing the registers of each parish separately from other parishes, and each parish has been given a section to itself.
The sections are ordered by beginning from the East with St. George’s and ending with the Dockyard at Ireland
Island at the West end. Then follow two sections, one for the Methodist registers and one for the Presbyterian
registers; these have no formal parochial boundaries and draw members from the whole Island.

We have tried to be as accurate as we can and to be faithful to the originals; we have also tried to be consistent
in the manner of presentation. Errors, however, will unfortunately be found in a work of this size.

We are grateful to the clergy and their Vestries, Synods, and Kirk Sessions for their permission to index the
registers of their churches. We also thank the staff of the Bermuda Archives for their help in making available the
registers for us to work upon. Particular thanks are given to my wife, C.EE. Hollis Hallett, both for her continued
encouragement, and for ‘user-testing’ this index before publication.

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Guide to the Use of this Index

Names

Entries in the registers by the clergyman or parish clerk were mostly made from spoken information. For example,
in the baptism service the cleric asks the parents to ‘name this child’. One parent does so and the child is baptised
with that name. The record is later written in accord with the clergyman’s interpretation of what he heard, or thought
he heard, with spellings that are the clergyman’s own. A mother might have as surname Browne with an ‘¢, but unless
she was insistent that it be spelled that way, it could be entered as Brown, and the reader of the register would not
know of that family’s preference. A new rector, or a visiting minister, recently arrived on the Island from abroad will
have further difficulties in understanding the Bermudian dialect, and there are some very curious entries from such
clergy. Only in the case of marriages, where the parties to the marriage sign the contract, is there any check on the
spelling of the names. We have generally taken the signatures for the names in marriages. It should be noted that
most marriage entries also carry the signatures of witnesses; these have not been indexed.

These and a number of other factors create difficulties for us in organising this index. It is desirable to standardise
surnames so that all the names which are the same or similar will appear together in the index where they are chrono-
logically ordered. We have had to make some difficult decisions, but have tried to standardise on what appears to be
the more common modern usage as given in the present telephone directory. The name we represent as Doers probably
has the largest number of different spellings in the originals, ranging from Doors to Dewars. Otherwise, we have tried
to standardise on what appears to be the most preferred usage in each parish. Caisey is preferred in some parishes,
but Casey is favoured in others. One major problem is the variation between Amery and Emery because they are
separated by several pages in each index. Those interested in this name must look both under A and under E. It is
impossible to give a full list of names which have been standardised by us, and readers must be prepared to look for
other entries which may sound similar. In Pembroke, there is a substantial group which appear to be written clearly
as Wallman as well as another which is written as Wellman; they appear to be distinct, but only those who search this
family in detail can tell. Simons and Simmons present problems of distinction. We have used as a criterion the presence
in the name of single ‘m’ or a double ‘mm’, ignoring the ‘y’s’ and ‘d’s’ that are often added by the clergyman’s own
preferences which are probably based on his experience of the name elsewhere.

The marriage indexes are less standardised than the baptisms and burials because the signatures have been used
for the names.

Researchers are advised to look for entries under alternative spellings than indicated by their family tradition.

The period covered by this index included Bermuda’s recruitment of overseas labour for farm work first from
Scandinavia and later from the Madeiras, or, as sometimes described, from the “Western Islands.” The clergy clearly
had some difficulties in spelling their names, and all we have been able to do is to transliterate the entries as closely
as possible.

Baptisms

Thg indexes of baptisms frequently carry the notation ‘PB’ and ‘RIC’ under Comments. ‘PB’ refers to the fact that
the child was privately baptised (possibly because it was sick and not expected to live). A few months later, there

is often a second entry noted as ‘Received in Church’, here abbreviated as ‘RIC’. Thus was the child formally received
as a member of the church by the congregation. Also under Comments, the notation ‘S’ frequently appears. This indicates
that the register lists a number of Sponsors or Godparents, but we have not indexed them. Sponsors were not named
at a private baptism, but were often named when the child was later Received into the Church, and where this was
the case, the notation ‘S’ is made after ‘RIC’ and the date.

Marriages

In 1905, the Bermuda legislature passed the Marriage Act which, in effect, restated for Bermuda the provisions of
the similar English Act of 1812. For our purposes, the major feature of the 1905 Act was the requirement that the
officiating cleric record information on age, occupation, and names of the parents of each of the bride and groom.
Consequently, the information available for family researchers then increased. Some of the clergy had recorded some
of this additional information before 1905, probably because they were trained in England under the 1812 Act there,
and also because the registers bought for their use were printed in England with prepared spaces for the information
required by the English Act.

Burials

Each Anglican parish church had its own churchyard, and, in most parishes, this was the only cemetery in the parish.
There were others, but were designated for specific uses: the Presbyterian Christ Church in Warwick had had its own
cemetery since 1719; the Methodists acquired two cemeteries, one in St. George’s and one in Pembroke; there were



established two Military cemeteries, one in St. George’s and one in Prospect in Devonshire; and there were cemeteries
in Ireland Island for the Dockyard, Naval, and Convict personnel. The cemetery of the parish church also served as
the ‘parish’ cemetery for the burial of residents of the parish whether Anglican or not. The burial registers of the
parish churches include many names of persons who were not members of the parish church.

It must be noted that it is the date of burial that is recorded, not the date of death. Generally, the date of death
is one day earlier than the burial.

‘Coloured’ and “White’

Today, the term ‘Coloured’ as a racial distinction referring to the Black population is no longer used, but in the period
covered by this index it was the usual term and has been retained. It is extremely doubtful that in these registers the
terms ‘Coloured” and “White’ were used exclusively for racial distinction. There are a few entries where the term
‘Mulatto’ is used and one which describes the individual as a ‘Quadroon’; the ministers using those terms must have
had experience in the West Indies before coming to Bermuda because the terms were frequently used there but not
here. There is also an entry of the burial of a Chinese seaman which is in a ‘Coloured’ register. We suspect that while
the practice of trying to identify ‘Coloured’ and “White’ was in vogue, the clergy had many agonising decisions to
make; it was probably to avoid these that the distinctions were abandoned later in our period. We suspect that the
clergy generally made a decision whether they would describe a person as “White’, and the ‘Coloured’ designation
was used for everyone not described as “White’. Users of this index should not confine themselves to “White” or
‘Coloured’ registers (where they are separated) but should look at both. They should also not take too seriously the
indication ‘Col.” or “Wh.” that appears often under Comments; these were occasionally written into the margins of
the register by the clergyman or parish clerk.

Mobility of Families

In contrast to the situation revealed by the records indexed in Early Bermuda Records 1619—1826, families no longer
remain relatively fixed in one parish in the nineteenth century. There are several reasons for this. The burgeoning
town of Hamilton drew many people to live in Pembroke so as to be closer to their work. The Dockyard employed
many Bermudians who went there to live and attached themselves to the Dockyard Chapel. The beginning of an
agricultural economy took many away from their home parish to establish themselves where the produce was being

grown. In order to trace the children of a couple, it is necessary in this period to look in the registers of the whole
Island.

Residence of Families

In all of the registers there is provided a column for ‘Abode’. Generally, the entries in this column give the parish in
which the subject of the entry lived. This has been entered in a column headed ‘P4’ (i.e. Parish) and coded according
to the parish abbreviations given below. One should note that there is often an ambiguity when the entry is simply
‘Hamilton’; it is not always clear whether what is meant is Hamilton Parish or the Town of Hamilton. In this period,
Hamilton was a residential town. We have tried to differentiate where we can, but we are not certain that we have
always been accurate.

‘Outside Children’

The primary indexes of baptisms are indexed under the surname of the mother. For a conventionally married couple,
the mother has changed her surname to that of her husband, and the children are listed under the surname shared
by both. Likewise, for a baptism of a child whose father’s name is not revealed, that child will be listed under the
mother’s surname. It appears to have been more a matter of the clergyman’s preference than of any formal instruction
as to whether the surname of the father of a child (if different from the surname of the mother) would be recorded
or not. In the earlier years of our period, most of the clergy appear to have recorded the father’s surname probably
adding an exhortation to the parents to turn their common-law association into a legal marriage. Where the father’s
surname has been recorded, we have noted this under Comment with the symbol 0’ which has been exclusively used
for this purpose. The children of all those fathers so indicated have been given an index of their own, sorted by the
father’s surname; it follows the main index of baptisms in each parish section.

There was a convention for the naming of ‘outside children” which was simply that if the child was a girl she
would take the surname of her mother; if a boy, the surname of his father. The registers do not make it clear whether
this convention was universally accepted or not, but there are many entries in the baptismal lists where only a mother’s
name is given and the names of the child end with a surname which is not the mother’s. This surname could be that

of the father if the child is a boy.



Convict, Military and Naval Personnel
Bermuda was the base for a Convict Station, a Garrison, and the Royal Navy. The Convict Station began at St.
George’s, but moved to Ireland Island to build the Dockyard. The Garrison was first established at St. George’s, but
later a second Garrison post was established at Prospect in Devonshire Parish. The Naval base was originally at St.
George’s, but moved to Ireland Island as soon as enough of the Dockyard was built to be used. We have included
the registers of the Garrisons: the St. George’s Garrison with the St. George’s registers, and the Prospect Garrison
with the Devonshire registers.

Aside from giving information about those stationed here with these three services, many of the personnel married
Bermuda girls, and several of them took their discharge and settled down in Bermuda.

Communities within Parishes

There were a number of areas within parishes which maintained an individual identity, and some of them still exist
as entities. These have been given separate parish codings where they were so identified in the registers. At the East
end of the Island, there were St. David’s Island and Tuckers Town. Both were technically in the parish of St. George’s,
but Tuckers Town residents often found the Hamilton Parish Church easier of access, with the result that there are
numerous entries for those residents, designated as of Tuckers Town, in the Hamilton Parish registers (as well as in
the Methodist registers). At the West end of the Island, there is, of course, the Dockyard at Ireland Island and Ireland
Island has been coded separately. There was also a military base at Boaz Island for which there are a substantial number
of entries.

Statistics
At the end of each introduction to a parish section there is given a set of statistics giving the number of baptisms,
marriages, and burials over the period indexed in decade intervals. Here we give the totals by parish as a summary.

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St. George’s Registers—Including St. George’s Garrison

Introduction

St. George’s Town had been the capital of Bermuda from its settlement in 1612 until 1815 when the
status of the capital was transferred to the town of Hamilton. As the capital, St. George’s had been
the only legal port of entry for ships and had the Island’s garrison, and a Naval base until the
Dockyard was ready for duty. The earliest convict hulks were also moored in St. George’s harbour
until they, too, were transferred to the Dockyard. Thus, the registers of St. Peter’s Church contain a
number of names of military, naval and convict establishment personnel, in addition to the records
of the events of the civilian population of St. George’s parish which included the islands nearby,
notably St. David’s Island, as well as Tuckers Town.

The earlier registers of St. George’s have been indexed in Early Bermuda Records 16191826,
and are not repeated here. Instead, this present index begins exactly where the earlier index left off,
namely in January 1827. This point occurs in the middle of the register here designated as Cr3. To
the index of the official registers of St. Peter’s, we have added a number of smaller registers, such as
those for St. David’s Island only, one for the Reformed Episcopal Church (from 1875 to 1895), and
the St. George’s Garrison register which began in 1866. The St. George’s Garrison Burials have been
supplemented with entries from a grave register maintained for the military cemetery.

In summary, the registers contain records in the periods noted in the table below.

It is evident from the above table that there are gaps in the registers for the civilian population as follows:
in marriages from 1902 November to 1906 August; in burials from 1876 April to 1884 January.
Initially (in our period), a separate book was maintained for the ‘Coloured’ population, and
records of baptisms, marriages, and burials were kept in this until October 1838. A note in the register
states that from this date, ‘there is no separate book for Coloured persons,” and the main registers
includes the baptisms, marriages, and burials of ‘Coloured’ persons without so designating them.
Most of the earlier registers are difficult to read. The pages are of parchment or vellum to which
the ink has not adhered well, and has subsequently separated from the page leaving only a faint brown
stain where the ink had been. This makes construction of the entries somewhat difficult. We have
done the best we can to transcribe what we think had been written; the frequent use of the query (?)
indicates that what we have put down for an entry is what we think it says, but we have some

uncertainty about the accuracy.

It should be noted also that our period embraces the yellow-fever epidemics of 1853 and 1864
with the consequence of an extraordinary number of burials in these years; the epidemics affected St.
George’s seriously.

THE REGISTERS

Cr3 In this compilation the records from 1827 January are entered. It is a bound book with
vellum pages many of which are badly faded making the entries difficult to decipher. The baptisms
run from 1815 September to 1840 May (with a note stating that the baptisms of ‘Coloured’ Persons
are included from 1838 October); marriages from 1815 October to 1856 March; burials from 1815
September to 1847 November.

Cr4 The first page with the heading is missing. The book contains only baptisms and burials,
and appears to be of ‘Coloured” Persons only. The surviving baptism entries are on pages headed
‘Registry of Baptisms’, and the main entries for burials are similarly headed ‘Registry of Burials’; but
the first page of burials is headed Registry of burials of the Coloured Population, St. Peters Church,
Parish of St. Georges, Bermuda, 1830. Presumably the first lost page of the baptisms was similarly
headed. The baptisms extend from 1826 December to 1838 October, and the burials from 1830
February to 1838 October. After the last entry of a burial, there is added the note: ‘Henceforward
there is no separate book for coloured persons.” There is also a typed transcript of the baptisms section,
but this has not been used.

Bt2 This register is for baptisms only. It is a 100-page printed form-book with vellum pages
to which the ink has not always properly adhered, making reading often difficult. It contains baptisms
from 1840 May to 1851 January.

Bt3 This is a leather-bound book of 200 printed vellum pages for baptisms only. Like Bt2,
the ink has not properly adhered to some pages making reading of the entries difficult. The records
begin on 1851 February and continue to 1880 May.

Bt4 This is a vellum-bound book with 200 rag-paper pages for baptisms only. The records
begin 1880 May and end 1920 May, with an additional entry at the end for 1930 June.

Md2 This is a vellum-bound folio book printed with three blank certificates per page for marriages
only. They are recorded from 1856 May to 1902 November. The certificates on the first four pages
are not signed by the parties to the marriage nor by the witnesses, as if they were written in after the
event by the rector.

Md3 This is a wide, leather-bound volume printed with two certificates per page. It contains
marriages from 1906 August to 1945 February.

Bl1 This is a printed legal-sized leather-bound volume with vellum pages printed for eight
entries of burials per page. It begins with an entry for 1847 December and ends with one for 1876
April. Against a record of 1853 August 25 there is a marginal note: ‘Yellow fever commenced’.
Certainly the number of burials per week increased very markedly from this point, and we have noted
‘Y. fever’ under Comments. Unfortunately, there is no corresponding entry to indicate when deaths
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from the fever ceased; we have ceased to add ‘Y. fever at a point where it appeared that the frequency
of burials reverted to its normal level. A similar marginal note appears against a burial in 1864 June
30, and we have used ‘Y. fever’ under Comments in the same way, stopping when the frequency of
burials reverts to its former rate. Undoubtedly, some of the burials in this period were not from the
fever.

BI2 The original of this register is not to be found. All that appears to exist is a typescript by
an unidentified transcriber which at first appearance seems to omit a number of entries. The burials
are sequentially numbered, but there is a gap in the numbers and in the dates between the end of one
page and the beginning of the next. However, on later sheets, (of which the first is headed ‘Part of
this page was omitted and later entered’) the missing entries seem to be all supplied. We have checked
what appear to be the number missing from the earlier pages with the omitted ones, as well as the
sequence of dates, and although the match is not perfect, it appears to be reasonably complete.
Unfortunately, the ‘missing’ entries were given an entirely new sequence of numbers. The typescript
extends from 1884 January to 1921 December, but from 1914 on it does not appear to be a complete
record; there is but one entry for 1915 and none at all for 1916.

Md1 This is a thin volume of a single folio of blue pages bound at the centre fold with thread
containing marriages in St. David’s Island only. The initial pages are headed: Register of Marriages
solemnized in St. David’s Chapel, Parish of St. George, AD 1853. It contains marriages as hand-written
certificates from 1853 July to 1865 January.

Cr5 This is a thin book of blank pages hand-ruled for baptisms (from the front) and burials
(from the back) for St. David’s Island only. The baptism section is headed: Baptisms in St. Davids
1853—1857, and the burials section: Burials in St. David’s 1853—1857. The baptism records actually
begin in 1852 October and end 1857 June; the burials begin 1853 September and end 1857 June.
A copy of the burial part of the register is also available on microfilm but has not been used in this
compilation.

RE This is the register of a church which had a brief existence in St. George’s in competition
(in some sense) with St. Peter’s. The register is a thick bound book of blank pages of which a few have
been ruled to accept baptisms and a few for marriages in certificate form. Most of the book is blank.
The baptisms range from 1875 May to 1898 (one entry with no month given). The fifteen marriages
range from 1877 June to 1895 June. The back of the book contains lists of members.

SgG This is a leather-bound book with printed rag-paper pages for baptisms only for the
Garrison. Although most of the entries are of military personnel, there are some civilians included.

The baptisms range from 1866 October to 1925 February.

SgG This is a printed long-form register for Garrison marriages only with only the first 28
pages used. It contains marriages from 1867 September to 1924 July. It seemed unnecessary to give
it a different coding from the baptisms since each register contains only the one type of event.

SgG1 This is a printed register for burials only which, as the title page declares, is for garrisons,
but the form of the pages is no different from parish registers of the same printed type. It contains
burials from 1866 August to 1912 April. There is a note by the chaplin (the Rev. E J. E Lightbourn)
that the entries from 25 January 1885 to 2 September 1886 have been copied from the register book
kept by the caretaker of the cemetery.

SgG2 This is a cloth-bound book, legal size, with plain pages for the Garrison. On the cover is
stamped: Register of Burials, together with rubber-stamps reading ‘Division Office RE St. George’s
Bermuda'. Only the first few pages are used to record interments, rather than the services of burial,
from 1896 September to 1901 October, with two additional entries in 1926. It notes the denomination

of the deceased as Church of England, Roman Catholic, Wesleyan Methodist, Baptist, or
Presbyterian; and those that are not designated as Church of England have been noted under
Comments using the abbreviations RC, Wes., Bapt., or Pres. respectively.

SgG3 This a smaller register than SgG2, being a bound volume with ruled blue pages. The
cover has a paper label reading: St. Georges Bermuda Military Cemetery. It basically records interments
from 1903 March until 1924 August. Like SgG2, it gives the religious denomination of the deceased.

SgGG A legal-sized book with ruled pages. Its cover carries the title: Register of Burials, St.
Georges. It is an army-issue volume, and is basically an interment register for the military cemetery.
It is divided into three sections, one for Church of England interments, one for Roman Catholic, and
one for Dissenters. The Church of England section contains entries from 1870 September to 1926
August; the Roman Catholic section has entries from 1870 September to 1931 August; the Dissenters
section has entries from 1878 April to 1924 May. There is also an earlier volume, similar in type, but
with blue ruled pages, which extends to 1902 November. SgGG appears to have its earlier entries
taken from this book, and we have not used it except to check that its contents have been accurately
copied into SgGG. It should be noted that there are occasional discrepancies between the date of
burial as given in the grave register and that in the proper burial register; we have accepted that in
the burial register.
